1. What is your favorite children’s story? Why? Think about what Pastor 
Tim said this weekend about our desire to know we belong, to know we 
have a place, and to be known. Does the story you chose above 
address this issue in any way? If so, how? Do you think that may have 
something to do with why you chose it?

2. The promise of a place is a central feature of the biblical story. Read 
Genesis 12:1-7. In this story, how does God address the two aspects of 
the human condition Pastor Tim talked about? What does this say about 
God? About us? 
 
 
 
Israel faced a crisis with their slavery in Egypt. Read Exodus 1:6-10. 
Walter Brueggemann suggests that the main point of this passage is 
that the covenant from Genesis 12 (and ratified in Genesis 17) is in 
jeopardy. Using this weekend’s teaching as a framework, do you agree 
or disagree? Why or why not? 
 
 
 

3. Describe a time that you felt “at home” – a time when you felt you had a 
place, you belonged, you were known, loved, and accepted for yourself. 
Where was it? When? With whom? 
 
 
Was that place in church? If not, what would have to happen at church 
for it to become that kind of place for you?
